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COVERAGE GUIDELINE
BACKGROUND:  This deals with coverage related to treatments involving the use of ozone in any form or capacity. 

DEFINITION OF TERMS:   

Ozone Therapy: Ozone therapy also known as oxidative therapies, can be delivered in a variety of modalities. Ozone therapies include autohemotherapy, injected ozone, ozonated steam or water, and hydrogen peroxide.  Ozone therapy has been proposed for the treatment of various conditions. However, there is insufficient evidence to support the clinical benefit of ozone therapy.  From Food and Drug Admiinstration, Subchapter H, Sec. 801.415:  

	Maximum acceptable level of ozone. 

(a) Ozone is a toxic gas with no known useful medical application in specific, adjunctive, or preventive therapy. In order for ozone to be effective as a germicide, it must be present in a concentration far greater than that which can be safely tolerated by man and animals.


COVERAGE GUIDELINE:
Based on current Medicare and Oregon Health Plan benefits, Ozone treatments of any kind (whether listed above or not) are considered experimental/investigational and not funded.  This includes all services related to the procurement, assessment, administration or monitoring of ozone and/or ozone therapies.
PROCEDURE:
All claims for services that involve any type of treatment or therapy with ozone are considered not covered.  Such claims identified at the time of claims processing will be denied.  Any claims identified through any process, whether pre-service or post-service will be denied and/or funds recouped, regardless of the typical coverage/payment rules for involved codes (i.e. all related services will be denied and recouped).  Includes services identified through any and all audit processes.
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
